The daily ritual of sharing a book with your child is one of the most im-
portant things that parents do for ' he
ment. Reading stories aloud at bedtime immerses children in the
language of good writers. So critical is this time, that our teachers
consider reading to be our students m

Likewise, writing should also be encouraged at home. Exchange play-
ful notes with your children. Keep a white board or chalk board in a
central location where notes can be jotted. Although grammar and
spelling are important, focus on the content and idea development.
Spelling and grammar can be addressed through the revision process
during the appropriate stages of writing. Children are more likely to
embrace writing if they feel successful.
